Age is determined by what the age of the player is on or before April 30, 2010.

a) Only 3 coaches will be allowed in the dugout at all times. No trainers are allowed in the dugout.

b) Coaches may wear a full uniform or coaching shorts. No jeans or cut-offs will be allowed on the field by
any coach at any time. Flip flops, sandals or any other opened toed shoe will not be allowed on the playing
field by any coach at anytime.

Must have a number on the back of his/her jersey.

9u = 65’ bases & 46’ pitching.

10u = 65’ bases & 46’ pitching.
11u/12u = 70’ bases & 50’ pitching.
13u = 80’ bases & 54’ pitching.

14u = 90’ bases $ 60'6” pitching.

a) The team manager must bring copies of birth certificates to all games.

b) Rosters and birth certificates will be checked before each team’s first game.

c) If a participating player does not have a birth certificate, he will not be allowed to play until one is
available for the tournament field representative.

Teams must arrive by Friday evening for possible early play on Saturday.

All teams will play 4 games. Two games will be played on Saturday and Sunday by all teams.
(NO EXCEPTIONS.)

a) No time limit for any games played on Monday — Championship Day.

CHECK # b) Teams can call 702-401-5193 to find out if they advance to Monday’s championship play 1 hour
after the final scheduled game on Sunday night.

Plan to arrive one hour before all scheduled games. One half hour before game both managers need

to find an onsite LVBA official to flip for home team. A coin flip will take place in all pool and championship
games.

There will be NO pre-game infield. (Note :) DO NOT take soft toss into any field fencing.

The winning team must report the final score to an onsite LVBA official.

In case of rain there will be a voice-recorded message on the following phone number 702-256-7084.

There are no refunds for cancellation within 45 days prior to the tournament for any reason.

Cancellation 45 days prior to the tournament will receive a full refund less a $100.00 processing fee.

1/2 refunded if no games are begun, 1/4 refund if 1 game is started, no refunds once 2nd game begins.

LVBA:

a) Big barrel bats are allowed in all age divisions.
Softball bats are not allowed.

b) Metal spikes are ALLOWED in age divisions 13u and 14u ONLY.
Metal spikes are NOT allowed for age’s 9u -12u.

If for any reason a team, in the opinion of the home plate umpire, is not playing the game to their ability that
team will automatically forfeit their game, and will not be allowed to advance in the tournament. Also, if for
any reason a team forfeits any tournament game, that team will not be allowed to advance in the
tournament.

20 after 1 inning, 12 after 3 innings, 10 after 4 innings and 8 after 5 innings. (Championship games
included.)

Teams may bat 9 players, 10 players or their entire line-up. However, for teams electing to bat their entire
line-up, if a player leaves the game for any reason i.e. sickness, injury or ejection etc. when his turn comes
to hit in the order he will be declared automatically out every time. Teams electing to hit 9 or more players
must maintain that number for the entire game. The DH may be used for any player. List additional hitters
as EH on the lineup card.

A player must be in the offensive line-up to play defense.
Starter may enter one time to the same spot in the batting order.

Must slide or avoid when the defensive player has the ball and is ready to make a play. Failure to do so, in
the umpires’ determination could result in an ejection for the game. NO sliding headfirst into home plate. If
a player slides headfirst into home plate he will be declared automatically out.

A courtesy runner (not presently in line-up) may be used for the pitcher or catcher with less then 2 outs.
A mandatory runner (not presently in line-up) must be used for the pitcher or catcher with 2 outs.
Teams hitting the entire line-up must use the last recorded out.

Must be reported to the home plate umpire.
Eliminate all team meetings before going out to play defense. This will be enforced.

a) Any manager, coach or fan ejected must leave the park immediately. NOTE: All ejections involving
coaches and players will be reviewed by LVBA officials. After reviewing a determination will be made
regarding continued tournament involvement for any coach/player. Any player ejected must sit out the
next scheduled game. If the same player is ejected for a second time, he will not be allowed to participate
for the remainder of the tournament. Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of the game.

b) Any manager, coach, player or fan ejected from the game must leave the park immediately or his team
will forfeit the game.

a) Once a pitcher is removed from the game, he may not re-enter that game as a pitcher.
b) Coaches must remove the pitcher upon his 2" trip to the mound in the same inning.
c) Use good judgment.

d) No warning on balks for all age divisions.

Best Record, Head to Head, Fewest Runs Allowed, and Coin Flip.

A game shall be ruled as official and complete if it is called by the umpires or tournament director due to
rain, inclement weather, lighting failure or other reasons beyond our control, provided 4 or more complete
innings have been played. If 4 innings have not been completed, the game shall be suspended, and
resumed from that point, when safe play can be resumed. If a game is ruled a complete game but the next
full inning has not been completed, the final score will revert back to the end of the last completed inning.

If games end in atie, they may be played out until time limitations occur.
9u, 10u, 11u & 12u — 6 innings, no new inning will begin after 1:45.
13u & 14u — 7 innings, no new inning will begin after 2:00.

In the event of rain the following adjustments are examples for game adjustments:
a) All 9u - 12u age division’s games will have a new inning after 1:10.
b) All 13u & 14u age division’s games will have a new inning after 1:25.

Players may be listed on more then 1 roster except for another roster in the same age division. If a player
is found to be playing on (2) different rosters in the same age division both teams in violation will forfeit all
games that that player participated in.

Reserves the right to make any modifications to these rules for the improvement of the tournament.
